HNA Training takes 2 residential weekends to complete. It 1 of the most comprehensive   and fun training courses in the narrowboating community.

It costs £120 per weekend which includes all your food etc. for the weekend.

On it you will learn how to maintain, steer and operate a full length narrowboat.

 A great deal of time will be spent on safety, of the boat and its passengers. 

The first weekend will cover the same topics as the National Community Boat Association. (NCBA)  Boat Handling Course (BHC)

and you may Qualify for that certificate at the end.

The second weekend  course covers the same topics as the Certificate of Community Boat Narrowboat  management (CCBM)  and if you have reached the BHC standard you may qualify for this certificate* after final assessment. 

At the end of the 2 weekends those who pass (and most do) will get the HNA Steerers Certificate which will allow them to hire our boats and take them out.

Maximum number of trainee's per boat is 6, book early to prevent disappointment.
